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PROBLEM
Wise men know that seasons come and go, but work never stops. That is why we are 
dedicated to making sure that tradespeople have all the gear they need to work safely 
and comfortably come rain or shine. Or snow and ice. When a brilliant ironworker 
named Pete Zeppetella came to us and presented a solution to a very common 
problem, we knew that it was something we had to be a part of.

In the winter, tradespeople working at heights are putting 
their common work jackets on top of their harnesses to 
protect themselves from the elements. These jackets 
either have zippered slits to pull out the D-ring and 
lanyard or the workers cut slits into the back of the 
jackets for this purpose. This is costly because the slit 
can spread over time, rendering the jacket useless. This 
is uncomfortable because the jackets are not designed 
for a bulky harness underneath. Most importantly, this is 
highly unsafe because in the event of a fall, the harness 
and the jacket are pulled back, constricting the airway of 
the worker and causing serious consequences.

SOLUTION
Pete’s very simple solution to this problem was a patented jacket design with a tear 
away flap in the back. The flap is held closed by Velcro strips that open immediately 
when a fall occurs. This allows the back of the jacket to be pulled back by the harness 
without the front of the jacket choking the worker.
